UPPER PARKING
LOT STORAGE

All storage has been designated by the
Board of Directors for slip owners of
record only. Storage is available in the
upper parking lot on a first come first
serve basis. No boat may be put in the
upper parking lot prior to September
6, 2004. All owners must provide the
Association with a current copy of their
boat insurance, a signed Request and
Release of Claims Form (available in the
clubhouse), and a $50.00 lot maintenance
fee PRIOR TO PLACING THEIR

BOAT IN STORAGE. Any vessel that
does not meet the above requirements
will be removed at the owners expense.
These are very simple requirements that
allow you economical storage. There is
no reason that owners who elect to store
cannot meet these simple requirements.
All boats will be stored on an approved
cradle, trailer, or jack stands. No
blocking of boats will be permitted. All
owners must provide sufficient pieces of
4'x2'x1/2" plywood to be placed under
their cradle, trailer, or stands that come in
contact with the asphalt surface. All
owners will take precautionary measures
(DROP CLOTHS) as are necessary to
protect the asphalt surface or grass, i.e.,
oil, antifreeze, dust, and paint spills.
Owners shall assume full responsibility
for repairing any damage to asphalt or
lawn.

DE-ICING
AND STORAGE
POLICY

Northwest Marine Yacht Basin
Association, its members, board of
directors, employees, agents, officers,
and officials, or their respective
servants, assumes no duty or




responsibility to watch out for or
guard against loss or damage to boats
left in the water or stored in the
parking lots during the winters
storage season.

Any person de-icing or storing a
boat acknowledges that they are a slip
owner in good standing of Northwest
Marine Yacht Basin Association Any
person de-icing or storing a boat
acknowledges the association, its
members, board of directors,
employees, agents, officers, and
officials, or their respective servants,
shall not be liable under any
circumstances for loss or damage as a
result of the above described winter
storage, as a result of, or because of ,
fire, theft, collision, accident, damage
or loss caused by wind, weather,
rains, snow, ice, sleet, or anything
else.

Any person de-icing or storing a
boat acknowledges the Northwest
Marine Yacht Basin Association
maintains no insurance on said
person’s boat and , further, agrees to
carry property damage and liability
coverage on the boat, and also,
further covenants and agrees to save
harmless and indemnify the
association, its members, board of
directors, employees, agents, officers,
and officials, or their respective
servants , against all lawsuits,
demands, claims, judgements, liens,
costs and expenses resulting from the
above described storage or de-icing.

Any person de-icing or storing a
boat certifies the act is voluntary. It
is recommend that all de-icing
participants get together and cluster
their boats in one general area of the
marina providing safety in numbers.

Any person de-icing a boat in a
slip other than their own is
responsible for providing the
Harbormaster with a copy of written
permission from the slip owner.

Any person de-icing a boat is
responsible for the placement and
maintenance of their de-icing
equipment(Do not take or use

Marina de-icers). It is highly
recommended that each vessel have a
minimum of two (2) de-icing units
operating continuously.

Any person de-icing a boat must
submit a copy of their de-icing
plan, i.e., who will check the boat,
when will boat be checked, etc.
prior to October 30, 2004.

IN CASE YOU MISSED IT!

Sharks to be
planted in Lake
Michigan!!!!!!!!

Concerned about exotic fish that
have invaded the Great lakes, the
Federal Research and Underwriting
Directorate will plant bull sharks in
Lake Michigan in an effort to
eradicate the intruders.

The sharks, which grow to 10 feet
and 400 pounds, will be captured in
Nicaragua and released April 1,
2005, off the southern shore of the
Upper Peninsula, where it is hoped




they will hunt sea lampreys, ruffe and
other fish. Dr. Fuller Bull, head of
the FRAUD shark project, said, “We
were discouraged about the sea
lamprey increase when one scientist
said, “We need a predator that comes
from the ocean like the nuisance fish
do.” The shark idea struck me, and it
was so simple I almost fell off my
chair.”

Bull sharks are common in Lake
Nicaragua. It was long thought they
were a landlocked subspecies that had
evolved to live in fresh water, but
scientists discovered they moved
routinely between the ocean and the
lake via a connecting river.

Bull sharks, which have a
reputation for aggressiveness, often
attack people and are particularly
dangerous in fresh water. Scientists
think that’s because they find it
harder to locate food in lakes.

“Sharks kill about 200 people a year
in Lake Nicaragua,” said Dr. .M.
Lye Ing of Thailand, a shark expert
from the Military and Naval
University Research Exchange
(MANURE). “We don’t expect
anything like those numbers here. 1
think bull sharks in Lake Michigan
wouldn’t eat more than 40 people a
year, 50 tops. An you have to figure
a lot of them will be ‘Fudgies’ from
Indiana, Illinois, and Wisconsin. |
bet the sharks will only eat 20 to 25
‘Locals’ a year.”

The shark experiment has caught
the eye of Sweden’s Dr. Per
Varicator, chief of the Bovine Unified
Locator Laboratory (BULL) that is
studying Michigan’s elk herd.

Varicator said the state has not been
able to bring down elk numbers in
Monmorency Couny, which has about
400 more animals than the state
would like. He thinks he has the
answer to the problem.

“Siberian tigers,” he said. “Think
about it. The Siberian tiger is one of
the rarest animals in the world. It is
also adapted to the kind of cold
winters you have in Michigan. Here

is a chance to help save an
endangered animal while solving a
problem for the state.

“We plan to introduce about 10
pairs of tigers, which should just
about keep the elk herd in balance.
From what’ve learned in northern
India, each tiger eats about two elk a
month or its equivalent in villagers.
The average elk goes 600 pounds for
females, maybe 900 for males, so
figure that a rough exchange rate is
four-six people per elk.

“I got a call from a woman who was
real worried about the idea of
introducing tigers. I appreciate her
concern, but I told her she didn’t
need to worry. Even if it takes
months for the tigers to learn how to
hunt elk, there are enough people in
the Vanderbilt/Atlanta area to feed
all 10 breeding pairs until they figue
it out.

“It should certainly add an
interesting new element to archery
hunting in that area.”
