Parking at Northwest Marine and Foster Boat Works is very limited, Please
use commaon courtesy and park in the North-upper parking lot while
cruising. If you have more than one vehicle or a large SUV/Truck please
park in the North-upper lot. All transient rentals are to park in the North
Upper Lot. Seasonal dock rentals are to park in the North-upper or lower
lot. The two rows directly in front of the condos are for condo owners
only. Slip owners may however, park in the west row from August st to
June 30th. If you park there in the month of July or directly in front of the
condos at any time, you will be towed at your expense. Out of courtesy to
our sprinklers do not park on the lawn. The spaces at the South end near the
bike rack are for loading and unloading only, NO SERVICE VEHICLES
PLEASE. It is your responsibility to make sure whoever services your boat,
parks in the North Upper Lot.

Southside slip owners and lessees may use the FBW dumpster. Please do
not abuse this privelege. Police yourselves and keep the area clean. If the
dumpster is full, use the NW dumpster in the lower parking lot. 1 would
like to remind everyone that the dumpsters are for garbage generated at
NW and FBW only, not from your home, other condo, or cottage. We have
over 60 local homeowners and if everyone brought down their household
waste we would not be able to accommodate it. It is against local, state,
and federal law to leave hazardous waste and materials in or around any
dumpster ( oil, antifreeze, batteries, paint, etc.) If you are caught you will

be reported to the authorities.

Please remember that the swimming pool and bathhouse are designated
non smoking areas. Due to the close proximity of boats in slips we ask
everyone to use common courtesy when smoking so that your neighbors
